Volunteer Form 

The White Rock South Surrey Skating Club is run almost entirely by volunteers and while none of us have unlimited 
hours to commit, we believe each of us can take on at least one or two tasks each season.  To lighten the load on 
our volunteer base and to ensure all club families contribute to the volunteer pool, WRSSSC has a compulsory 
Volunteer Fee for all STARSkate and Accelerated STARSkate members.   

Volunteer Fee Details: 
 $150 fee per family, to be paid with fall/winter registration 
 Paid by post-dated cheque, dated March 9, 2012 (no credit card payment accepted) 
 Minimum 5 hour volunteer commitment required per family 
 Volunteer service may be performed by parent, guardian, sibling or skater (as appropriate); family members’ 

volunteer hours may be combined to reach total 
 When minimum volunteer commitment is met, skater will be notified and cheque will be returned or destroyed

Exceptions: 
 In order for music playing to qualify for volunteer credit, players must commit to one half season of playing (i.e. 

September to December OR January to March).   Those who play any hours in excess of that half season will 
receive an ice credit at the rate of $5/hour of music playing. 

 CanSkate Program Assistant hours do not qualify as volunteer hours. 
 Adult STARSkate members who do not compete or take tests are exempt. 

Throughout the season, sign up information for each special event or volunteer 
opportunity will be posted on the bulletin boards and website; it is your responsibility to 
sign up at the appropriate time and fulfill your hours as required.
